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1. AN ACT FOR A BILL ENTITLED:   “AN ACT REQUIRING ALL MONTANA

2. HIGH SCHOOLS TO SANCTION A SCHOOL CURLING TEAM.”

3. BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE

4. SECTION 1:  All Montana high schools will sanction a curling team to provide other

5. sports opportunities to students who do not wish to participate in basketball or

6. wrestling during the winter sports season.

7. SECTION 2:  School Districts will be granted one year to work together to select

8. locations on which it would be advantageous to build curling “rinks.”   Curling

9. “rinks” should be placed in centralized locations so that no school is more than 30

10. miles from one.  This way not every school needs to build its own.

11. SECTION 3:  Funding for these projects will come from each schools Athletic Fund.

12. When building “rinks,” schools may work together and combine funds so as not to

13. drain any one school district.  In rural areas, where another school may be more than 

14. 60+ miles away, a “centralized rink” is not probable, so the school may request

15. funding from the state.

16. SECTION 4:  Effective Date:  This bill will go into effect on the first day of the next

17. month of this year after it is passed.
