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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “A LIMIT OF ONLY TWO TESTS ALLOWED PER 
SCHOOL DAY”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1.  Limiting the amount of tests to be taken by high school students to two per 
day, would essentially lower stress levels of the students, in an attempt to higher the test scores 
and eliminate any stress induced illnesses.

Section 2.  In preparing for multiple tests students spend unhealthy amounts of time 
studying which dramatically increases stress levels. Having these unhealthy stress levels brings 
about many potentially dangerous side effects.
Section 3.  This also encourages communication between teachers, as well as showing 
concern for the well being of their students.
Section 4.  Funding is neither needed nor necessary.
Section 5.  This bill shall become effective upon passing.
