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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO MANDATE FOREIGN LANGUAGES IN GRADES 3RD THROUGH 12TH”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1. With the diversity in the world more people need to  know second languages so they can have better opportunities of obtaining better careers and they will have an improved understanding of there cultures and others.
Section 2.  Studies show that the earlier a child is introduced to a second language the greater the chances are that the child will become truly proficient in the language

Section 3. The Foreign Language Education Studies program will be taught third through twelfth grade. 

Section 4. In the FLES program, a second language is presented as a distinct subject, such as science or history. The course is taught 3-4 times a week, children in these sequential programs may attain substantial proficiency in the language studied.  
Section 5.  Schools would be required to fund the language program of choice. 
Section 6.  This bill shall become effective in the ensuing school year.
