Section 1.  Purpose This bill will allow High School Students to take Clep tests.  This 

will allow Students to test out of classes, in order to focus on classes that they are not as strong 

in.  
Section 2. Action

(1) The Montana school system will have standardized Clep tests.

     Any student from ninth grade to twelfth grade is eligible to take the test.

     Students must get a ninety percent or higher in order to pass.  

Section 3. Fiscal Note Students will pay fifty dollars to take this test.
