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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “TO PROVIDE BASIC FIRST AID TO ALL MONTANANS”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



 Purpose: 1.) All public places must have a first aid kit with all the appropriate components.

2.) Public establishments that make more than $100,000 a year must have at least two employees must be certified in first aid by the Red Cross. Certifications must be kept current.


Definitions: 1.) Included in the first aid classes would be: Call and work with EMS, perform CPR and care for breathing and cardiac emergencies, avoid blood borne pathogens exposure and know the role of automated external defibrillators (AEDs) in the Cardiac Chain of Survival.


2.) Included in each first aid kit: Absorbent Compresses (2 5" x 9" dressings), Adhesive Bandages (25 in assorted sizes),Adhesive Cloth Tape (10 yards x 1"), Antibiotic Ointment (5 packets, approximately 1 gram each), Antiseptic Wipes (5 packets), Aspirin (2 packets, 81mg each), Space Blanket, Breathing Barrier (with a one-way valve), Instant Cold Compress, Non-Latex Gloves (2 pair, size: large), Hydrocortisone Ointment (2 packets, approximately 1 gram each), Scissors, Roller Bandage (3" wide), Roller Bandage (4" wide), Sterile Gauze (5, 3" x 3" pads), Sterile Gauze (5, 4" x 4" pads), Oral Thermometer (Non-Mercury/Non-Glass), Triangular, Bandages (2), Tweezers, and First Aid Instruction Booklet 

Funding: 1.) All costs for the first aid classes will be paid for by the business.
