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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO ENFORCE DRESS CODES IN ALL MONTANA HIGH SCHOOLS.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1. Purpose. A uniform dress code for all Montana schools.  
Section 2.  Specification for dress code. Boys will wear black pants, white button-up shirts, and ties. Black jackets will be worn to school, at lunch, and after school. Girls will wear knee length black skirts, and white, high-collared, button-up shirts. Black sweaters will be worn to school, at lunch, and after school. 
Section 3.  Punishment. Individual Montana schools will enforce punishments of their choice. 

Section 4.  Funding. The state education fund will provide money for each school, depending on its size, for all students too poor to afford their own uniform.

Section 5.  Effective date. This bill will become effective at the beginning of the 2006-2007 school year.
