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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  "AN ACT TO REDUCE THE STATE OF MONTANA’S DRINKING AGE TO THE AGE OF 18."
BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 MONTANA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section I: Purpose. To give legal adults the utmost legal rights and personal choices they deserve.

Section II: Findings. The current situation states for it not to be legal for an individual to consume alcoholic beverages until the age of 21. At the age of 18, however, a Montana citizen is sole guardian of themselves and has authority to vote and be part of the United State military if so required.

Section 3: Plan.  
a.
Bill will apply to any eighteen year old who lives within the state of Montana. Upon approval, Montana citizens at the age of eighteen and older will legally be permitted to purchase and consume alcoholic beverages.

b.
Those citizens of age caught distributing or selling alcoholic beverages to minors will be fined $2000 and the current bind will be increased by 20%.

c.
In order to enact this bill, the state of Montana will sue the United States Transportation Department for removing highway funding due to change of drinking age.

Section 5: Funding. No funding will be needed for the implementation of this bill.

Section 6: Enforcement. Will be enforced by the Montana State Police Department and judiciary system.

Section 7: Enactment Date: This bill will be enacted the next fiscal year.
