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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “ AN ACT REQUIRING ALL HIGH SCHOOLS IN THE STATE OF MONTANA TO HAVE AN INTERNATIONAL TRIP FOR THEIR SENIOR STUDENTS AT LEAST ONCE A YEAR.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1. Definition. All high schools in the state of Montana are required to provide an international trip, once a year, for their senior students. This act will allow students to explore the world outside of the United States. They will also be aware of world issues by experiencing them first hand.


Section 2. Enforcement. This act shall be enforced by the state Office of Public Instruction and by Montana School Districts.


Section 3. Fiscal Note. The funding for this trip will partially be funded by the school and also by fundraisers done by the senior class.


Section 4. Enactment Date. This bill will go into effect starting the 2006-2007 school year.
