15 BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

16 Section 1: Definitions.  (1) The term “Abstinence Education” is used to refer to the 

17 curriculum designated by 42 U.S.C. § 710b (2).

(2) The term “Safe Sex Education” refers to any curriculum which

(A) Discusses in depth the benefits of abstinence education, in conjunction with the benefits and caveats 

20

of sexual activity, both within a marital setting and without.

(B) Explains the usage, benefits and caveats of multiple methods of birth control, including but not 

22 limited to condoms, intrauterine devices, and medicinal birth control methods, and also explores the 

23 social views of these birth control methods.

24 (C) Discusses the appropriate uses and differences between abstinence and any other method of birth

25 control., both within a marital context, and without.

26 (D) Discusses the physical, emotional, and social implications of sexual activity, and stresses the need 

27 for students to discuss and explore their sexual views with their family, and other institutions important 

28 in their lives.

29 
NEW SECTION. Section 2: Health Curriculum. (1) No Montana School District shall teach, as part of a 

30
secondary school health education curriculum or any other, an Abstinence Education curriculum.

31 (2) All Montana School District secondary schools shall teach, as part of a health education curriculum or other,

32 a Safe Sex Eductation course for no less than four weeks conforming to the definitions from Section 1.

33 Section 3: Fiscal Note. (1) Monies to fund this act shall be allocated from the general budget.

34 Section 4: Effective Date. (1) This act shall become effective upon passage.
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
