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1 A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: "AN ACT TO MODIFY THE CONSTITUTION OF THE STATE OF 

2 MONTANA TO END DISCRIMINATION BASED ON SEXUAL ORIENTATION."

4 BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

5 Whereas: The Constitution of the State of Montana, Article II, Section 4 reads “The dignity of the human being is 

6 inviolable. No person shall be denied the equal protection of the laws. Neither the state nor any person, firm, 

7 corporation, or institution shall discriminate against any person in the exercise of his civil or political rights on account 8 of race, color, sex, culture, social origin or condition, or political or religious ideas.”
9 Whereas: The United States of America is based on principles of fairness and equality.

10 Whereas: Discrimination is not very nice.

11 Therefore be it resolved: To amend the Article II, Section 4 to read: The dignity of the human being is inviolable. No 12 person shall be denied the equal protection of the laws. Neither the state nor any person, firm, corporation, or 

13 institution shall discriminate against any person in the exercise of his civil or political rights on account of race, color, 14 sex, sexual orientation, culture, social origin or condition, or political or religious ideas.
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
