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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO PROHIBIT EXCESSIVE USE OF STRONG SMELLING PERFUME OR COLOGNE.”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  It shall be prohibited that any person shall not wear excessive amounts of perfume or cologne in public.
NEW SECTION. Section 2. Excessive shall be defined as the presence of a strong odor from the distance of six feet, and causes headaches, runny nose, watery eyes, etc.
NEW SECTON.  Section 3.  Persons encountering excessive use are hereby authorized to retaliate with use of air freshener.
NEW SECTION. Section 4.  Exceptions.  Exceptions of this law are granted to people sixty years of age or older.
NEW SECTION. Section 5.  Penalties.  A person who violates that fact is guilty of a misdemeanor and shall be subject to a fine of not less than $25 or more than $100.
NEW SECTION. Section 6.  Fiscal note.  This law has no fiscal impact.
NEW SECTION. Section 7.  Effective date.  This bill will become effective upon January 1, 2007.
