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1     A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  “AN ACT TO REQUIRE THAT 65 
2     PERCENT OF EVERY SCHOOL DISTRICT’S EDUCATIONAL OPERATIONAL  3     BUDGET BE SPENT ON CLASSROOM INSTRUCTION, AND PROVIDING AN 

4     IMMEDIATE EFECTIVE DATE.

6     BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

7  

8     Section 1:  Every school district in the state of Montana will require that 65 cents of 9     every dollar in the district’s budget will be spent directly on pupils or classroom 

10   instruction.
11   Section 2:  If a school district is currently spending less than 65% on classroom 

12   instruction, it would need to increase that amount by 2% or more per year until the 13   65% goal is reached.
14   Section 3:  If a school district felt special circumstances prevented it from reaching 15   either the 2% annual increase or the 65% goal, it could ask the State Superintendent 16   of Public Instruction (or the state's highest-ranking elected education official) for a 17   renewable one-year waiver. 

18   Section 4:  This bill will become effective upon passage.
