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A Bill For An Act Entitled: An act to give government authorities the right to monitor the use of any outlet that serves as an access for terrorists and\or schadenfreudists.                                         BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: 

SECTION ONE: Schadenfreude-Defined as enjoyment obtained from the suffering of others.     SECTION TWO: This is to serve as an amendment to the current US Patriot Act. Giving law enforcement the tools they need to safeguard our homeland.
SECTION THREE: Any media service the voluntarily discloses to the police an article , e-mail or other use of communication threatening an imminent terrorist attack can be sued for doing so.

SECTION FOUR: It will ounce again be illegal for a law enforcement officer who learns of an imminent terrorist threat through a wiretap of any means of communications (discussed in this piece of legislation.) To disclose that threat to our nation’s intelligence agencies without first obtaining a court’s approval.                                                                                                              SECTION FIVE: If passed, this bill would be amended to Sections 202-212 of the US Patriot Act, giving investigators the ability to use FISA’s (Foreign Intelligence Surveillance Act) investigative tools to pursue individual terrorists intending to commit acts of international terrorism . 

SECTION SIX: This bill will go into effect upon passage.
