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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO CREATE A STATE WIDE PALEONTALOGICAL CLUB SYSTEM BE CREATED.”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1. Whereas Paleontology is one of the least understood fields of sciences relating to the past, due to the Evolution VS. Creationism debate. This will enable a new generation of paleontologists to experience the field they wish to take part in first hand without being put on in the fight between the two beliefs.

Section 6.   Be it enacted The funding would e provided by the Montana Bureau of Mines and Geology (MBMG).  Along with an instructor as the local representative for the MBMG.
