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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO ALLOW LATIN TO BE RECOGNIZED BY STATE HIGH SCHOOLS AS A FOREIGN LANGUAGE, TO BE ACCEPTED BY MONTANA UNIVERSITIES.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1.  Whereas Latin is the basis of all languages that is required to be learned by state universities. It is also the main language of all Sciences, and is used as a naming method for all, with the exception of chemistry. 
Section 2. Whereas Latin has become the main language of the scientific world and it is used in many of the main fields of science: biology, ecology, paleontology, and many forms of medicine. 
Section 3. Whereas many fields requires you to learn Latin to help understand many things used in modern sciences.  Thus this requires extra schooling to learn the language which was once the main requirement for attending a state or federal universities in the 1800’s.
Section 4. Whereas this requirement helped spur the world into a common language and the spread of revolutionary things without the need of hiring translators. Learning Latin will help the youth of today become more involved in the world later in their lives.
Section 5. Be it enacted that the Montana Board of Education shall adopt Latin as an optional language out side of Spanish and French.  
Section 6.  Be it enacted that Funding will come from the school’s general education funds that the school uses for other classes, activities, and sports.

Section 7.  This bill shall become effective upon passage.
