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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO GIVE MORE FUNDING TO RURAL 
SCHOOLS FOR NON-REQUIRED CLASSES”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1.   Rural students shall be given the same opportunities as non-rural students in their non-required classes.
 
Section 2.   Rural or small schools will be provided with the adequate amount of funding required to pursue their students’ interests in classes with the same variety as larger schools.
Section 3.   This law will make all schools in Montana offer a set number of non-required classes which will be decided by the Office of Public Instruction.

Section 4.   The funding provided to rural schools shall be used to pay teachers and/or online classes that can teach students non-required classes.

Section 5.   The classes offered to students shall have a wide variety to choose from.

Section 6.   Extra money to pay for rural schools shall come from the State General Fund.
Section 7.   This bill shall become effective upon the first day of the next school year.
