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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “TO HAVE A REFUNDABLE DEPOSIT ON ALL INDICATED BEVERAGE PRODUCTS SOLD IN MONTANA STARTING FROM THE DISTRIBUTOR AND LEADING BACK TO THE DISTRIBUTOR.”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: 

Section 1.  Purpose:
A) A deposit on pop, beer, bottled water, and other specific products sold in Montana shall be instituted to reduce the amount of litter on our streets greatly and effectively.

B) When a person under the poverty level needs money they shall collect the littered bottles, cans, and other containers with the deposit imposed on it and they will receive money for them.  
Section 2.  Definition:
A) “Refundable”- to return money in restitution, repayment, or balancing of accounts.
Section 3.  Process: 

A) The state will put a five cent deposit on all specified beverage containers.

B) The retailer will pay the deposit when they buy the product from the distributor or bottler.

C) The consumer will pay the deposit to the retailer when they buy the individual product.

D) When the beverage container is returned to the retailer or specific redemption center then the consumer will receive five cents per container that he/she turns in.


1. The redemption centers will be factories that are already in Montana, they will make the deal with the government on what the pay will be for the workers.

E) The distributor or bottler will buy the containers back from the redemption centers and make them into a new beverage product.

F) The cycle repeats itself.
Section 4.  Fiscal Note: The first 2 years this project will be funded by federal tax dollars, after that time it will be able to sustain itself on the regular income of the plants.  
Section 5.  Effective Date This bill will become effective upon passage.
