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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “TO CHANGE MONTANA FROM A BUY AND SELL
SYSTEM TO A BARTERING SYSTEM.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE


Section 1.  .  Purpose: 

1) A bartering system would be essentially the same as the buy and sell system Montana now uses, but with the following differences

2) Residents now under the poverty level would be able to live happily because they would use all the family members’ talents to barter for food and other necessities.  

3) The unemployment rate would go down because people would be self-employed.
Section 2.  Definitions:
1) “Barter system”- to trade by exchanging one commodity for another in a system

2) “Buy and sell system”- A system of using currency as wages and to purchase items rather than trading
Section 3. Process- For wages employers will start to pay cash and bartering items.  Stores will begin to give their money to the state and receive bartering goods in return.  This will go on until the consumers have little or no money left and the state is a pure bartering system.
Section 4.  The money gained will be used for the public good. In one year a tourist tax generated $64 million so the state would have money. The state will need money to out of state experts that will upgrade medical machines and design public buildings.
Section 5.  Fiscal Note:  This bill would need no funding because as stated in section 3 the state would actually be receiving money.
Section 6.  Enactment Date:  This bill will become effective upon passage
