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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO MANDATE THE ESTABLISMENT OF A WEIGHTED GRADE POINT AVERAGE IN MONTANA PUBLIC SCHOOLS.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1: The intent of this act is to stimulate participation in higher level classes and allow for students to be competitive with students from areas using a weighted G.P.A.

Section 2: A weighted grade point average, used throughout the nation, shall count each AP or Honors class as an extra point toward the Grade Point of an A, B, or C grade.

Section 3: The Department of Education will oversee the passage and application of said legislation.

Section 4: The Department of Education will determine any necessary funds, and the funds shall be allocated as such.

Section 5: This bill shall be effective upon the commencement of the 2006/2007 fall term.
