2. Due to the fact that thousands of doctors are stripped of the privilege to express their 

3. condolences to families after something goes wrong in their practice

4. BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:  

5. Section 1.  Any apology, expression of sadness, or condolences to a family after and 

6. incident in the medical proceedings will not be viewed as an admission of guilt nor 

7. will it be admissible in a malpractice suit. 

8. Section 2.  If a physician does admit guilt in such a way that it meets the above 

9. requirement then there will be allowances made to allow it into civil or criminal 

10. proceedings as evidence as long as there is substantial proof that the physician was 

11. trying to abuse his/her privilege.   

12.  Section 5.  No monies will be needed by this bill. If there are instances where it will be 

13. proper and necessary for funds they will be drawn from the general fund.

14. Section 6. This bill will be effective upon passage.
