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 A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO REQUIRE ALL WITNESSES       TO SWEAR AN OATH TO TELL THE TRUTH, UNDER PENALTY OF PERJURY, BEFORE THEY ARE ALLOWED TO TESTIFY BEFORE A COMMITTEE OF THE MONTANA LEGISLATURE.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1. Definitions. (1) “Testimony” shall be defined as a firsthand authentication of a fact usually made orally by a witness under oath in response to interrogation by authorized public officials. (2) “Perjury” shall be defined as the voluntary violation of an oath by swearing to what is untrue.

Section 2. Actions. All witnesses who come before the Montana Legislature or a Committee of the Montana Legislature will be required to swear an oath to tell the truth, under penalty of perjury, before they may begin their testimony. If the witness is found in violation of his or her oath to tell the truth, punishment shall include a $1,000 fine and banishment from further testimony for a length of two years. This law is to be enforced by the Attorney General of the State of Montana.

Section 3. Enactment Date. This bill will become effective upon passage.
