3. BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:  

4. Section 1.  In cases of suicide or murder/suicide if a person had prior knowledge of the

5. actions of the victim, had ample time to stop it and did nothing to stop it they can be charged

6. as an accessory to the murder or suicide. 

7. Section 2.  The above phrase “stop it” will be defined as actions that could have prevented or

8. put into motion the prevention of such an act.

9. Section 3.  Prior knowledge is defined as reasonable suspicion that actions discussed by the

10. \deceased and the defendant would be carried out to their full extent of life taking.

11. Section 4.  The definition of “ample time” is a period of longer than 12 hours before the

12. occurrence with access to resources that could have helped in the prevention of the suicide or

13. homicide/suicide.

14. Section 5. No monies should be needed but in the case that they are, they will be provided by

15. the general fund.

16. Section 6.  This bill will become effective upon passage.
