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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO MAKE ALL SALES OF ALCOHOL IN THE STATE OF MONTANA ILLEGAL ON SUNDAY.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

Section 1: Explanation of Bill

(1.) All sales of alcohol on Sunday in the state of Montana will be prohibited from 12:01 am to 12:00 pm.

(a.) Retail sales (such as bars, restaurants, and sporting events) are not allowed.

(b.) Wholesale sales (such as gas stations, grocery stores, and liquor stores) are not 

allowed.
Section 2: Enforcement

(1.) Sunday alcohol sales will result in a fine of five hundred ($500) dollars to the responsible business or establishment.

(2.)  A second (2nd) offense will result in a one thousand ($1000) dollar fine.

(3.) On a third (3rd) offense, all alcohol related licenses are suspended for six (6) months.

(a.) No sales of alcohol of any kind will be permitted for the six (6) month probation.

(4.) Any business or establishment guilty of alcohol sales during the six (6) month probation will 

have all liquor licenses permanently revoked. 

Section 3: Enactment Date: This law will take effect January of the year following passage.
