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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO PROTECT THE GOOD CITIZENS OF MONTANA BY CREATING A STATE MILITIA.”

 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: 

 

 Section 1. Creation of a Montana Militia. (1) The State of Montana will create a state run, maintained, and functioning militia. (2) The militia will be operated from the city of Helena and will have one post in Helena, Billings, Missoula, Butte, Bozeman, Dillon, Havre and West Yellowstone . (3) The authorized objective of the militia is to create and maintain safety within Montana by acting as a state police force; and the militia will use all legal means in which to protect and serve its people. The militia will furthermore enforce state laws, protect against such threats as terror, drug use and trafficking, domestic abuse, abuses against the morals of Montanans, and all other unforeseen dangers

 
Section 2. Independence from the National Government. The Montana Militia will be independent from the Nation military services, including the Army Reserves.

 
Section 3. Service. (1) All men and women who have reached the age of eighteen (18) will be required to serve in the Montana Militia, unless they are exempt under the following circumstances. The person is: (a) not a legal resident of the State of Montana (b) has joined, been drafted, or other wise a member in the U.S. Military (c) physically or mentally disabled based on standards set by the U.S. Military. (2) Each person is to serve four years at minimum. (3) All service people are encouraged to attend college or other post secondary educational options while in the militia.

 
Section 4. Fiscal Note. Funds for this program will be derived from a 2% tax on alcohol, a 1% tax on tobacco products, a 4% increase in state taxes and the general fund.

 
Section 5. Enactment. This bill will be enacted upon the next fiscal year.
