Section 1: This bill requires all owners of dogs and cats to register their animal with a local

municipal government and have a statement by a licensed veterinarian as to the reproductive status 
of the animal.

Section 2: The owner will be charged a fee of two-hundred dollars for any non-neutered or non-

spayed pet they possess.  This fee will be collected and placed into a special fund which has the 

12.
sole purpose of preventing overpopulation of dogs and cats in Montana through education and

supporting spay /neuter procedures.

Section 3: This fee is in addition to any standard the municipal government sets for animal 

16.
registration.

Section 4: All citizens of Montana are influenced by this bill.

Section 5: The owner of the pet is responsible for paying the fee.
