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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “A BILL TO ENACT A STATEWIDE SALES TAX”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  This is a bill to enact a five-percent statewide sales tax.
Section 2.  The definitions used for sections one through four of this bill:                       (1) ‘Sales Tax’ is defined as a tax imposed on retailers that will be calculated as five-percent of the gross receipts from the sale of the personal property sold at retail.                                               (2) ‘Retail’ is defined as the sale of goods directly to consumers. 
Section 3.  This is a sales tax on all retail, to every consumer.
Section 4.  There will be no exceptions to this five-percent sales tax, and the tax will be handled through the Department of Revenue. 
Section 5.  This bill will be enacted the first day of the next fiscal year.
