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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “To protect Montana’s rivers.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  The water that is taken from an aquifer while developing it for Coal Bed Methane will be re-injected into an aquifer.  The landowner must be able to access the aquifer. If the water is non-potable the water may be re-injected into a deeper well, unless the landowner was using it.  
Section 2.  A violator will be fined one-million to fifty-billion dollars for not putting the water in the aquifer.
Section 3.  The Coal Bed Methane developers will be monitored by the Department of Environmental Quality.
Section 4.  This bill will be effective March 1 2008.
