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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “An act to place a five percent sales tax in Montana in order to lower property tax.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  Provisions:  A 5% Consumer sales tax will be put on all items bought in the state.   The tax will be imposed on the person who makes the retail purchase in the state.  Sellers serve as agents who must collect the tax on the state’s behalf and do not receive any of the tax money.   Retailers must separately state the amount of tax from the original cost of the item and keep accurate receipts and records of the amount of tax money.
Section 2.  Exceptions: The sales tax will not apply to items that are bought with food stamps.
Section 3.  The sales tax will not apply to the purchase of vehicles and real estate. 

Section 4.  The sales tax will not apply to items sold by non-profit organizations and school authorized organizations.
Section 5.  Enactment Date: This bill will become effective upon passage.
