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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “An act to institute a 4 day school week within the state of Montana for grades 7 through 12.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  All Montana schools will extend the normal school day from 8:30 A.M. to 5 o’clock P.M. from Monday to Thursday, leaving a total of one and a half hours for lunch, as well as a fifteen minute break session located after 12 o’clock P.M. during the school day.
Section 2.  Each individual city’s school board will decide how periods will be divided among the hours per day students will be at school.
Section 3.  This bill amends the current Montana Laws 20-1-301 and 20-1-302.
(1) 20-1-301 School Fiscal Year.  (1) This school fiscal year begins on July 1 and ends on June 30.  At least the minimum aggregate hours defined in subsection (2) must be conducted during each school fiscal year, except that 1,050 aggregate hours of pupil instruction for graduating seniors may be sufficient or a minimum of 360 aggregate hours of pupil instruction must be conducted for a kindergarten program, as provided in 20-1-117.

(2)The minimum aggregate hours of pupil instruction required by grade are

(a)720 hours for grade 1 through 3; and

(b)1,080 hours for grades 4 through 12,1,200 hours for grades 7 through 12
Section 4.  The number of school days shall be exactly 40 days less then the current fiscal school year.
Section 5.  This bill will go into effect July 1, the first day of the fiscal school year, in the year of this bills passing.
