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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “An act to require every organized baseball program to use wooden bats.”

Whereas, Players are becoming much stronger, at a much younger age, and 
Whereas, a pitched hit off of a metal bat is coming off faster than off of a wooden bat, and

Whereas, pitchers have been killed and seriously injured by players using these metal bats.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  Definitions. “Organized sport,” is to establish as an organization: organize a club. “Organized baseball” means Little League, Babe Ruth, Legion and College Baseball.
Section 2.  Provisions. The use of metal bats will be banned from organized baseball.


Section 3.   Effective date. This bill will become effective upon passage
