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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “To amend bill number 61-5-111.  A mandatory recertification of a persons drivers license for all persons of the age of 70 and older, every two years.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  MCA 61-5-111. (4) (a) Except as provided in subsections (4)(b) through (4)(d), a license expires on the anniversary of the licensee's birthday 8 years or less after the date of issue or on the licensee's 75th birthday, whichever occurs first. 
     (b) A license issued to a person who is 75 years of age or older expires on the anniversary of the licensee's birthday 4 years or less after the date of issue.   The license of a person that has reached the age of 70 must take a driving test every two years, and must be done with a certified driving instructor.
     (c) A license issued to a person who is under 21 years of age expires on the licensee's 21st birthday. 
     (d) (i) Except as provided in subsection (4)(d)(ii), a commercial driver's license expires on the anniversary of the licensee's birthday 5 years or less after the date of issue.
            Section 2.  New Section. A driving test is to be mandatory for all people 70 years of age and older to be taken with a certified instructor.  The funding for these tests will be paid for by the drivers themselves.  Failure to comply will result in the suspension of the driver’s license.  During the course of the testing the instructor must assess the driver’s reaction time.
Section 4.  Effective Date. This bill will come into effect on January 1, 2007
