A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT THAT REQUIRES ALL MONTANA HIGHWAY PATROL VEHICLES TO HAVE FOUR-WHEEL DRIVE”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  Purpose  This bill will require all highway patrol personnel to maintain and operate four wheel drive patrol vehicles.

Section 2.  Action  

(1) State Government officials in the Department of Highway Patrol and Safety will issue and enforce the four wheel drive patrol vehicles to all highway patrolmen.

(2) Offenders who do not have four wheel drive in their vehicles by the effective date will be punished by the State Government according to their offense.  

Section 3. Fiscal Note The state of Montana will set aside additional funds to pay for this improvement in the vehicles.  All funds will be given to the Department of Highway Patrol and Safety.  

Section 4.  Effective Date This bill will be required by January of 2010.
