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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “WATER OPTION FOR SCHOOL LUNCH”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  Purpose.  School lunches currently include milk, and every student who buys school lunch pays for the milk, whether they want it or not. The milk costs 25 to 30 cents per carton. If students just want water with their school lunch and don't drink the milk that they pay for, they are wasting 25 to 30 cents a day, which adds up to a large sum of money over a year.

Section 2.  Requirements.  School lunch programs cannot include milk in the price of a school lunch, but must provide water for all students at no charge. Milk must also be available for an additional 25 or 30 cents per 8-ounce carton.

Section 3.  This bill will become effective at the beginning of the 2006-2007 school year.
