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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO REINSTITUTE CONDITIONS OF THE ROAD AS THE STATE SPEED LIMIT” 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: 

Section 1: The daytime speed limit on all highways and freeways in Montana for passenger cars and light trucks shall be reasonable and the prudent to conditions of the road. 

Section 2: The nighttime speed limit for passenger cars and light trucks shall be 65 miles per hour on all highways and 75 miles per hour on all interstate freeways. 

Section 3: Reasonable and prudent to conditions of the road shall be defined as; what a reasonable person would drive considering the condition of the road way, visibility, weather conditions, condition of the operator’s vehicle, tires and all other safety concerns. 

Section 4: Semis and heavy trucks shall adhere to a speed limit of 65 miles per hour on highways and 70 miles per hour on interstate freeways. 

Section 5: This bill shall go into effect immediately upon passage.
