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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “A PROTECTION FOR ALL OF MONTANA’S OPEN SPACES”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1. Purpose To ensure the continuation of farms and ranches in Montana and to prevent further development of Montana’s open spaces, farms, and ranches will be given a tax deduction.


Section 2. Action Farms and ranches will have a 40% deduction off of their property tax appraisals if they meet all of the following qualifications.


Section 3. Qualifications
a. Farms and ranches to qualify for this deduction must have 40 or more acres of land used for the purpose of agriculture.

b. Farming or ranching must be the owner’s primary source of income.


Section 4. Enforcement Any disputes or questions relating to this bill will be dealt with by the State Department of Agriculture.


Section 5. Effective Date This bill will become effective beginning January 1, 2007.
