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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO MAKE ILLEGAL THE USE OF CELLPHONES WHILE DRIVING IN THE STATE OF MONTANA.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1.  Before enforcing strict laws, cell companies and law enforcement will issue warnings to all cell phone owners the dangers of inattentive driving and stop and issue warning to drivers who are seen breaking this new law.

Section 2. Fines will be issued to first time offenders that are talking on phones (hand held) while driving after a 3-month warning period.

Section 3. These fines will go on a person’s driving record that can also be accessed by personal insurance companies to increase rates after they determine how many offenses increase a person’s rate for insurance.

Section 4. Repeat offenders can have their driver’s licenses revoked and lose their cell phones for a period of time.

Section 5. This bill will become effective upon passage.
