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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: AN ACT TO LEGALIZE MARIJUANA AND ITS DERIVATIVES ; AMENDING SECTIONS 45-9-103, 45-9-110, AND 50-46-201.MCA

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

SECTION 1. Definitions: a. "Marijuana (marihuana)" means all plant material from the genus cannabis containing tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) or seeds of the genus capable of germination. b. "Hashish", as distinguished from marijuana, means the mechanically processed or extracted plant material that contains tetrahydrocannabinol (THC) and is composed of resin from the cannabis plant. 

Section 2: Criminal laws regarding marijuana will be amended to say

a. an individual must be 18 years of age

b. legal possession amounts are 1/4 ounce

c. purchasers must have specific authorization and state ID

d. a 5% tax on marijuana sales funds the federal social security

Section 3: Criminal laws regarding the distribution of marijuana will be amended to say

any distributor must have a valid applicable controlled substance registration from the United States Department of Justice as described in 80-18-111 MCA.

Section 4: Nothing in this act affects criminal prosecution for possession of marijuana in amounts over 1/4 ounce as stated in 45-9-102 MCA.

Section 5: Effective date. This bill will come into effect January first of the calendar year following passage.

Section 6:  The money that will be made from this law and its tax will be collected by county treasurers and sent to the appropriate agencies.
