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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO
FIGHT CHILDHOOD OBESITY BY           

BANNING THE SALE AND DISTRIBUTION OF ALL SOFT DRINK PRODUCTS IN PUBLIC SCHOOLS AND PROMOTING THE FREE DISTRIBUTION OF HEALTHY DRINKS AND WATER.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

SECTION 1:  DISCONTINUE THE DISTRIBUTION AND SALE OF ALL SOFT DRINK PRODUCTS IN MONTANA PUBLIC SCHOOLS K-12.  

(a) Soft drink is defined as any beverage containing more than 10% refined sugar in any form, 

such as corn syrup products and by products, 

(b) beverages containing carbonation, 

(c) beverages artificial sweeteners such as sucralose and saccharin.  

SECTION 2:  INSURE THE AVAILABILITY OF WATER TO ALL STUDENTS IN MONTANA PUBLIC SCHOOLS K-12 THROUGH THE REPAIR AND/OR INSTALLATION OF WATER FOUNTAINS OR DISPENSORS.

SECTION 3:  THIS LAW WILL BECOME EFFECTIVE WITHIN SIX MONTHS OF PASSAGE.
