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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO REPEAL THE REQUIREMENT FOR 
ATV’S TO BE STREET LEGAL”


Section 1.     Definition:  ATV stands for All Terrain Vehicle which do not require brake lights, turn signals, a horn and mirror. Street legal ATV’s are required to have brake lights, turn signals, a horn, and mirror. Fee’s for Street- Legal ATV’s are $135.50, including a Flat Fee for Street Legal/ off- highway combination use, Motorcycle Safety Fee, and the Montana Highway Patrol Salary and Retention Fund.  The purpose of this bill is to lower the prices of having and owning an ATV.   This bill will allow more people to afford ATV’s.
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA 2006 YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:       
               Section 2. There will be no restrictions on any roads to any ATV’s with or without the Street Legal fee’s.
Section 3.  With this bill it will make no difference where ATV’s go and cannot go with or without the Street Legal Kit.
Section 4.   Under 61 3 321 of the Montana Code Annotated, all street legal ATV’s must be registered permanently.
Section 5.  This bill shall become effective upon passage
