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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  "AN ACT TO INCREASE PUNISHMENT FOR SEX OFFENDERS”

SECTION 1 INTENT:  To increase punishment for persons found guilty of any form of sexual assault, or any sexual contact with out consent of the other person.  Punishments amplify depending on number of offences. 

SECTION 2 ACTION: 

Section 1.  Persons convicted of sexual assault for the first time will serve no less than six months in jail, pay a minimum of a one thousand dollar fine and serve one hundred hours community service.  The maximum penalty for first time offenders will be a full year in jail, a five thousand dollar fine and three hundred community service hours.

Section 2.  Persons convicted of sexual assault for the second time will be placed in the state prison for a minimum term of three years with no possibility of parole before serving a full three years.  They will also be fined a minimum of two thousand dollars, and required to perform two hundred hours of community service.  The maximum penalty shall not exceed ten years in state prison, ten thousand dollar fine and five hundred hours of community service.

Section 3.  Persons convicted of sexual assault on three or more separate occasions will serve minimum of thirty years in state prison and twenty years following in county jail with no possibility of parole and recommendation for lifetime imprisonment.  They will also be fined with a minimum of ten thousand dollars.  The maximum penalty shall not exceed two hundred years in jail and one hundred thousand dollar fine.

Section 4.  Persons convicted of sexual assault that inflict bodily damage or harm to victim shall be treated as second time sex offenders with a minimum fine of seven thousand dollars.

Section 5.  If the victim is under the age of twelve and the offender is at least three years older, the offender will receive a minimum of thirty years in state prison and no less than ten years in county jail, with no possibility of parole.  Minimum fine is ten thousand dollars, and no less than one hundred and fifty hours of community service.  Maximum penalty shall not exceed one hundred years in prison, one hundred thousand dollar fine and one thousand community service hours.

SECTION 3 FUNDING:  Police will coordinate funding as needed.

SECTION 4 ENFORCEMENT: As deemed necessary by the Montana police department.

SECTION 5 ENACTMENT: This bill will be enacted as of January 1, 2007.
