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1   A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO STANDARDIZE HOMESCHOOL 

2   EDUCATION IN MONTANA.”

3

4   BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

5
Section 1. Purpose: It is the purpose of this act to require and test the education of all children 6    in Montana.

7
Section 2. Definition: As used in this bill “education” means: the act of imparting knowledge 

8    in the areas of math, science and reading. “Home school” means: the act of education children 

9    outside the normal bounds of an accredited public or private school as determined by the Office of 10  Public Instruction.

11
Section 3. Main Provisions: Children taking part in home school education shall be required to 12  undergo yearly testing until they decide to end education, minimally at age 16, or until receiving a 13  GED, in the areas of math, science and reading. Thereby confirming education similar to, or 

14  exceeding, those in their age group in accredited schools

16
Section 4. Administration and Enforcement: This act will be administered by the Office of 17  Public Instruction and such agents as they deem necessary.

18
Section 5. Penalties: Those parents and or educators found not to in compliance with this law 19  shall receive fines as deemed appropriate by the court. The students taking part shall attend an 

20  public or private school, deemed appropriate by the Office of Public Instruction, of their choice and 21  may return to home school only upon Office of Public Instruction confirmation that said home 

22  school is in compliance with the law. 

23
Section 6. Effective Date: This bill shall go into effect in January of 2007.
