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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO ENCOURAGE PUBLICALLY FUNDED ELECTIONS.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



NEW SECTION.  Section 1.  Qualification.  A candidate must get a set amount of “seed money” in the form of $5 contributions before he or she may continue campaigning.


(2) For candidates running for a seat in the House of Representatives or the Senate the said amount is $50. 

(3) For candidates running for the office of Governor the said amount is $2,500. 

NEW SECTION. Section 2.  Campaigning.  After the candidate has obtained their respective number of contributions, they are to receive a grant form the state to cover the cost of their campaign.
(2) For candidates running for a seat in the House of Representatives or the Senate the said amount is $4,032.

(3) For candidates running for the office of Governor the said amount is $391,623.
NEW SECTON.  Section 3.  Pledging.  A candidate must pledge to not raise more money nor to spend more on the campaign than the amount of the grant plus the seen money.
NEW SECTION. Section 4.  Exceptions.  If a candidate chooses to not use the public funding and raises more money than the publicly funded candidate, the publicly funded candidate will be given a dollar-for-dollar match.
NEW SECTION. Section 5.  Fiscal note.  Funding will come from taxpayer dollars, either as a tax check off, a surcharge, or from the state treasury.  
NEW SECTION. Section 6.  Effective date.  This bill will become effective upon passage.
