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A JOINT RESOLUTION OF THE SENATE AND THE HOUSE OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “THE DEPORTATION OF THE GRAY WOLVES (ALSO KNOWN AS THE TIMBER WOLF OR TUNDRA WOLF) IMPORTED INTO MONTANA, IDAHO, AND WYOMING DURING THE 1990’s.”

Section 1.  Purpose

1) Wolves are putting farmer and rancher’s livestock in danger, and putting themselves in danger.  
2)  Farmers and ranchers are killing the wolves because they are in there livestock. 
3)  It is not the wolves fault they are just doing what instinct tells them to do, which is why instead of continuing with the way things are, which is farmers and ranchers killing them, we need this bill to be enacted for both the wolves and the agriculture providers. Statistics:
There are estimated, 835 wolves in the tri-state area, with 66 breeding pairs. In Montana there were about 153 wolves in 15 breeding pairs.

In the tri-state area, a total of 429 cattle and 1,074 sheep have been killed by wolves. 190 cattle and 409 sheep were killed in Montana.

Between 1987 and 2004, 292 wolves were killed in the tri-state area due to wolf-livestock conflicts.  166 of those were killed in Montana. 
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE: THE DEPORTATION OF THE GRAY WOLVES (ALSO KNOWN AS THE TIMBER WOLF OR TUNDRA WOLF) IMPORTED INTO MONTANA, IDAHO, AND WYOMING DURING THE 1990’s.
Section 2.  Fish Wildlife and Parks researchers will obtain all records of the number of wolves imported in Montana during the 1990’s through government records.

Section 3.  Fish Wildlife and Parks will research the appropriate number of gray wolves for each ecosystem to function properly.
Section 4.  Government trappers shall be sent to sedate the appropriate number of wolves.
Section 5.  All sedated wolves shall be sent to Canada, to the appropriate areas decided upon by the Canadian government for re-introduction.
Section 6.  Funding will come from Fish Wildlife and Parks government reserves.
Section 7.  Request the one million dollars spent on each wolf imported during the 1990’s, to be returned to the state governments.
Section 8. This bill will become effective upon passage
