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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO DECREASE THE STATE OF MONTANA’S DEPENDENCY ON FOSSIL FUELS THROUGH THE USE OF RENEWABLE ENERGY RESOURCES”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE 2006 MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1: Purpose: to gradually increase amount of renewable resources 5% to 25% in the state of Montana, bettering Montana’s economy.
Section 2: Definitions: fossil fuels- Consisting of the remains of organisms preserved in the earths crust with high carbon and hydrogen content

Section 3: The State of Montana’s Department of Energy shall be required to supervise an energy resources timetable plan
Section 4: Plan: 


a. In 2006 Montana’s Department of Energy will identify and develop a renewable 
energy project.


b. During the year 2007 we will be using 5% of Montana’s total power usage in the 
existing resources.


c. 2008 beginning investment in fossil fuel cost savings into renewable energy projects

d. 2008- 7% of Montana’s total power output is renewable, and the initial projects will 
come online

e. 2010 10% of Montana’s total power output is renewable


f. 2012 15% of Montana’s total power output is renewable


g. 2014 20% of Montana’s total power output is renewable


h. 2015 25% of Montana’s total power output is renewable

Section 5: upon enactment, the plan will insure completion of each phase 
Section 6: Governor will report progress updates to Department of Energy 
Section 7: State of Montana’s Department of Energy will identify and develop renewable Energy.

Section 8: The included Renewable Energy projects will include the following solar, wind, geothermal, and hydrogen Fuel cells.
Section 9: State and Federal Grants will provide funding

Section 10: The State of Montana’s Department of Energy will develop additional grant funding Section 11: Further grant funding will be developed by Montana’s Department of Energy

Section 13: Money obtained from converting to Renewable resources will be used to create new facilities for this better process 

Section 14: Effective Date: This bill will become effective upon passage.
