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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  “AN ACT TO ESTABLISH A JOINT COMMITTEE IN CHARGE OF ENDING DEREGULATION OF POWER IN THE STATE OF MONTANA”

Whereas:  Montana Power Company once provided inexpensive, reliable electricity for the state of Montana, outstanding benefits for thousands of employees, and dependable dividends for its stockholders,  

Whereas:  In 1997, Montana legislation passed a bill to deregulate power, thus ending one of the nation’s most prosperous companies and placing undue burden on the people of Montana.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


SECTION 1: A joint committee will be established with the purpose of developing a plan to end deregulation of power in Montana.  The joint committee will consist of nine members.  Republicans and Democrats will be represented in proportion to the actual Montana legislature.  

SECTION 2: Other informed private individuals will be invited to the committee to provide insight and knowledge on how to best reform Montana’s power.  These individuals may not vote on any committee decisions.


SECTION 3:  The joint committee must provide monthly progress reports to the public and legislative and executive branch.  A final plan must be proposed to Montana legislature within one year after the committee is established.


SECTION 4:  This bill will become effective upon passage.  The committee must be established within one month after passage.
