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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: AN ACT TO INCREASE DUI PUNISHMENT LAWS

SECTION 1: Findings. Montana currently has one of the nations highest rates of DUI related fatalities. In 2004, 229 fatalities occurred on Montana’s highways. Of these, 106 were alcohol related. This means that nearly half of all traffic-related fatalities (46%) were caused by the impairment of alcohol.

SECTION 2: Action. To further the deter the number of DUIs in the state of Montana, the following changes shall be made to state law. 

a) Upon a first offense, the offender shall be fined no less than $300, and have a 30 day suspension of his or her driver’s license. 

b) Upon a second offense, the offender shall be fined no less than $500, and have a 60 day suspension on his or her driver’s license. 

c) Upon a third offense, the offender shall be fined no less than $1000, and have an indefinite suspension on his or her driver’s license.

SECTION 3:  Enactment.  This bill shall be enacted upon the first day of the next fiscal year.
