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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “AN ACT TO MAKE MONTANA'S PRESIDENTIAL VOTING MORE REPRESENTATIVE OF THE PEOPLE'S WILL; AMENDING SECTION 13-25-104, MCA; AND PROVIDING AN IMMEDIATE EFFECTIVE DATE.”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:

TITLE 13, SECTION 13-25-104, MCA, IS AMENDED TO READ:

13-25-104. Meeting and voting of electors.


(1) The electors shall meet in Helena at 2 p.m. on the first Monday after the second Wednesday in December following their election.


(2) The electors shall vote by separate ballots for one person for president and one for vice president of the United States.


(3) The electors shall cast their ballots for the persons who received the highest number of votes for president and vice president of the United States, respectively, in the most recently conducted general election in the state of Montana.  The total number of  votes cast for each Presidential and Vice-Presidential candidate shall be divided by the total number of votes cast in the most recently conducted general election in the state of Montana.  The electors will then be apportioned to each Presidential and Vice-Presidential candidate by the same ratios and will cast their ballots for the persons they were apportioned to.

Effective Date.  This bill becomes effective immediately upon passage.
