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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “The sale of Montana School Trust Land”

Whereas:  Most of the funds generated from the grazing leases go into the state bureaucracy and only a small percentage makes it to the school.
Whereas:  The amount of money generated from this sale will be enough to fund Montana Schools for years to come.

Whereas:  The auctions will improve the state economy and help farmers and ranchers expand their operations.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:



Section 1.  All Montana public trust land will be sold; except the land determined by this legislature to be necessary for conservation, historical, or recreational purposes.
Section 2.  The land will be sold at public auction to the highest bidder.  The revenue earned from the auction will go into the public school trust fund.  The auctions will begin on February 20, 2007 and will be held throughout the next two years until all land, not reserved for purposes above, is sold.
Section 3.  Those people who own grazing rights to state land will be compensated for every year remaining on the lease they paid for.
Section 4.  This legislature will meet during 2006 to determine which lands will be set aside for conservation, historical, or recreational purposes.  The amount of land set aside will be limited to five hundred thousand acres.
Section 5.   This bill will be enacted January 1, 2006.
