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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED: “To abolish protesting at funerals”

BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:


Section 1.  For the purposes of this section, “funeral” means the ceremonies, processions, and memorial services held in connection with the burial or cremation of the dead.

Section 2. It shall be unlawful for any person to engage in picketing or other protest activities in front of or about any church, cemetery, or funeral establishment.  No protesting will be allowed one hour before or one hour after the commencement of any funeral.  The protesting shall be 100 yards away from the church, cemetery, or funeral establishment.
Section 3. .   PUNISHMENT-Each day on which a violation occurs, shall constitute a separate offense.  The violation will be charged as disorderly conduct, a misdemeanor. 

Section 4.  This bill shall be effective on June 1, 2006
