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A BILL FOR AN ACT ENTITLED:  “AN ACT TO REQUIRE A NATIONAL FLIP-FLOP DAY ON JANUARY 11.”
BE IT ENACTED BY THE MONTANA YMCA YOUTH LEGISLATURE:
NEW SECTION, Section 1.  Students across the country all have their own identity.  Because of the identity they choose, they separate themselves out from a large portion of their peers.  However, everybody wears flip-flops.  Flip-flops are a cross gender, inexpensive commodity.  
NEW SECTION, Section 2.  Having a national flip-flop day would be a small way to bring all different kinds of students together for a day.  
NEW SECTION, Section 3.  On that one day, shoes would be everybody’s common ground.  It would encourage interaction between students who don’t usually relate.
NEW SECTION, Section 4.  If national flip-flop day were in the spring or fall, chances are that many students would be wearing flip-flops of their own accord, not to honor the day.  By having this day in early January, people will be forced to think about the connection across the country rather than just happening to wear flip-flops.
NEW SECTION, Section 5.  If a student refuses to comply with this nationally renowned day, they will still be included in the festivities that may occur since this day is all about recognizing connections between all types of students.  If the student does not have the means to purchase a pair of flip-flops, they will simply be provided with a pair of complimentary flip-flops from their school.
(1) Flip-flops can be purchased for a small price.  The student will then feel a sense of belonging that will raise the moral of the school, and therefore will compensate for the small expense.  
NEW SECTION, Section 6.  This bill will become effective at the start of the year 2007.
